
In the month when the USA celebrates its 247th birthday, we want 
to remember those who, because of circumstances beyond their 
control, are not able to live the American dream. Hunger is 
something most don’t associate with the United States, but 
the U.S. Department of Agricultural recently reported that 34 
million people and 9 million children are food insecure. What 
does that mean? On a given day, they don’t have enough to 
eat. With many school lunch programs being cut, the problem is 
getting worse. And where there is hunger, there is also 
hopelessness and abuse. For that reason, WME operates food 
pantries in West Virginia and South Texas. These facilities provide 
an essential service for those who need immediate support.  
 
Who are the people we reach? In Mission, Texas, they are most 
often single mothers. Poor and uneducated, they are good people who are doing their best to take care of their families, but as 
hard as they work, they simply can’t do it on their own. EVEN WITH GOVERNMENT FOOD PROGRAMS, THEY DON’T HAVE 
ENOUGH TO FEED, CLOTHE, AND PROVIDE SCHOOL SUPPLIES FOR THEIR CHILDREN. AND THAT IS WHERE WE STEP 
IN. Our food pantry opens its doors to share the necessities these people cannot afford.  
 
In West Virginia we certainly feed families, but some who need our help are senior citizens. Many of these people once depended 
upon the coal mines to earn a living. THEY WORKED UNDERGROUND, IN DANGEROUS CONDITIONS, JUST TO PROVIDE 
FOR THEIR FAMILIES. WHEN THE MINING INDUSTRY COLLAPSED, THEY SCRAPED BY, BUT IN THEIR GOLDEN YEARS 
THEIR PENSIONS AND SOCIAL SECURITY PAYMENTS CAN’T KEEP UP WITH THE COST OF LIVING. They need our help and 

from our pantry we provide both food and clothing. 
 
In the Dallas area homelessness is a big problem. We see these people as we come to 
work. We meet them on the streets. AND THROUGH OUR USA PROGRAMS, WE 
PROVIDE THEM WITH SUCH THINGS AS FOOD, SLEEPING BAGS, AND 
UMBRELLAS. It doesn’t solve the problem, but it does open the door for us to give them 
hope and share the Gospel.  
 
WME also provides Bibles for those who are in prisons. We don’t ask their crimes or 
judge them; we just give them God’s Word so they will have the opportunity to seek 
forgiveness and redemption.  
 
In addition, in Texas, WME partners with women’s shelters that provide refuge for 
individuals and single mothers with children. Some of these women are on the run. They

have escaped abusive relationships, drug addiction, and even sex trafficking, and need a place to 
hide. THESE SHELTERS PROVIDE FREE HOUSING, FURNISH THEIR BASIC NEEDS, OFFER 
COUNSELING, AND GIVE THEM THE TIME, THE TOOLS, AND THE SECURITY TO REBUILD 
THEIR LIVES. For these women and children, WME provides things such as food, clothing, toys, 
household items, toiletries, lotion, diapers, wipes, bottles, shampoo, body wash and powder for 
infants and toddlers. 
 
A gift of $100 will help stock the shelves of a food pantry. A gift of $75 can meet the needs of 
the homeless or purchase items for the shelters. A gift of $20 can provide a Bible for a 
prisoner. During the hot days of summer, when times are the toughest for the poor, could you 
join with us in sharing hope, compassion, and God’s love through our Food For Hunger USA 
programs?
