Dear WME Partners and Supporters,

Romans 10 reminds us, “How then shall they call on Him in whom
they have not believed? And how shall they believe in Him of
whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a
preacher? And how shall they preach, except they be sent?” This
passage fully explains why evangelism is such a vital element of World
Missionary Evangelism’s work. It's so important that it has been a part
of our name for sixty-six years.

S0 HOW CAN CHRISTIANS IN THE UNITED STATES AND CANADA SUPPORT THE
EFFORTS OF THESE DEDICATED MISSIONARIES WHOSE MISSION FIELDS ARE
THOUSANDS OF MILES AWAY? Let’s begin with transportation. If our people
cannot get to where the lost live, they have no hope of preaching the
Gospel or seeing souls saved. So, what kind of transportation do our
missionaries need? It depends upon their location.

IN A FEW PLACES THE SIMPLEST MODE OF TRANSPORTATION STILL WORKS WELL. IN THESE LOCATIONS A NATIVE MISSIONARY CAN
RIDE A BICYCLE TO THEIR MISSIONS. IF THEY MUST TRAVEL LONGER DISTANCES, A HORSE CAN TAKE THEM TO REMOTE REGIONS AND
THROUGH DIFFICULT TERRAIN. IN LARGE URBAN AREAS WITH GOOD ROADS, A MOTORCYCLE CAN SERVE AS EXCELLENT
TRANSPORTATION FOR A MISSIONARY. IN A FEW REGIONS, WHERE OUR MINISTRY IS WELL ESTABLISHED AND HAS BRANCHED OUT
INTO PROGRAMS SUCH AS FOOD FOR HUNGER OR DISASTER RELIEF, A VAN OR TRUCK CAN COVER HUNDREDS OF MILES BRINGING
SUPPLIES TO THOSE IN NEED AS WELL AS TRANSPORTING PEOPLE TO CHURCH, SCHOOL, OR TO MEDICAL FACILITIES. DEPENDING
UPON YOUR BUDGET, PERHAPS YOU CAN PROVIDE A GIFT TO PURCHASE A BICYCLE, HORSE, OR MOTORCYCLE FOR A MISSION. You
MIGHT ALSO JOIN WITH OTHERS TO PURCHASE A VAN OR TRUCK.

ANOTHER AREA OF GREAT NEED IN 2025 1s BIBLES. FOR MANY PEOPLE
