To give you an example of how respected the work in Sri Lanka has become, in December many of the team’s young
people were invited to sing Christmas carols and share their faith at a Buddhist hospital. That is an invitation few
ever could have anticipated. These young people were also welcomed to a police station to give a musical
performance and talk about their faith. This exciting bond with law enforcement has led to a crackdown on the
persecution of Christians and to the police protecting the team’s churches and worship services.

At these large gatherings children learn
songs, are taught about Jesus, and are given children’s
Bibles. We have discovered that those Bibles are not only
read by young people, but also many of their parents.
